With the School-Based Support Scheme Grant, the school was able to offer support
to our newly arrived students in starting a new life in school and in Hong Kong. This
year, we continued to work with Hong Kong Christian Service to serve the newly
arrived students. Our comprehensive programme offered pastoral care to them and
enhanced their personal growth through different indoor and outdoor activities that
were both fun and educational.

Students were encouraged in each and every way to excel in their studies. To
facilitate students’ self-access learning, we offered them free check out of the iPod
Touch from the NAC Resource Bank of the school. Supplementary exercise books
and other learning materials were also provided. To ensure better catering for their
needs, additional tutors were recruited to conduct small group tutoring for them
throughout the year to support their learning in both English and Cantonese. Besides,
certificates and tokens of recognition of effort were offered to them to inspire a
higher expectation of themselves.

To help our newly arrived students to achieve a holistic personal development, the
school provided various opportunities for students to strengthen their social skills,
to stretch their leadership potential, and to enhance their self-esteem through
activities such as the Buddy Programme and the Student Ambassador Programme.

In order to fulfill the purpose of the scheme, the following activities were organised:

From September to October, 2014, rock-climbing training programmes were given
to F. 1to 6. It was expected to build up their self-confidence and fortitude
through the programmes and many students welcomed the training and experienced
great peer support during the training.

Several enhancement programmes were offered to students to support students’
learning in English, Maths and Liberal Studies. These programmes were operated
in small tutorial groups to cater for their diverse needs. From the results of the
suvey conducted among the student participants, the programmes were well
received and the attendance was satisfactory.

A Peer Tutor Programme was organized between July and August, 2014 to develop
students’ skills in several aspects, including team spirit, social skills, language
skills, and self-esteem. All the participants found the experience inspiring and
beneficial.

Two learning skill workshops were run for our students in F.1 and F.2.  One was
conducted in Chinese for the Chinese speaking students, whereas the other one was
in English for the Non-Chinese speaking students. The workshops were delivered
effectively and students found them very practical.
